Tasmania - The Johnsons Beach Reserve Master Plan was 
established to enhance the current site amenities. The 
vision was to provide a play space for children of the area 
to enjoy, and facilitate family and social recreation for the 
residents and visitors to the area. These are just some of the 
many points that were developed as part of a framework for 
comprehensive park development. 

The council wanted to ensure that the existing vegetation was 
maintained and protected, and also highlight information to 
users on the native flora and fauna of the park. As part of 
these upgrades, a beach access ramp was installed. Treadwell 
was engaged to design and supply the FRP products for this 
structure.
